Oh yeah, I forgot to mention, he never washes his lucky 
clowny suit, he's antisemitic and racist, and his girlfriend couldn't land Ronald McDonald 
and that Brinks truck, yet Yucko was able to fill that clowny-void. He also filled ours. 

LAist: How long does it take to get in your makeup? 

Yucko: Only about 15 minutes! I’ve got it down to a friggin’ science now!

We always have a great time 
during and after the shows.

I’m all over the fricking place, I spend a lot of time in both though. Coney Island is my 
hometown.

Nah, I usually get blitzed before I take off and sleep the entire flight.  
 
Do you hate the H-word? (Hack)? 

No way. I’m know I’m not a hack and screw anybody who says I am!

I’d say Beetlejuice. On the air/stage he seems retarded, but in fact, he is a Rhodes Scholar.
